Moving forward, we are providing our teachers time to create recorded lessons ready for next week to provide a
bespoke provision for individual classes and a broad balance of subjects for learners to engage with at home.

Due to feedback from our learners and the fact that our teachers will be teaching in school the majority of the time,
we have made the decision that ‘live’ lessons would not be suitable for our cohort. We are, however, working on
how we can provide 1:1 live catch-up sessions with our learners who are not accessing in-school provision.
